I am looking forward to reading some of the children's rewrites of 
the plays and scripts in the next few weeks!

This was very well-attended and I believe that the parents who came along found it useful 
to support their child at home and school. We are hoping to run another one this term and 
will keep you posted. 
This is a short half-term, so we are busy getting ready for some of our theme weeks com-
ing up! Just before half-term, we have the ever popular 'Parents & Families Week', and we 
are organising lots of the usual activities and some new ones too, including an after-school 
Family Picnic for the whole school!
