The children all enjoyed the opportunity and the experience and it has made
their RE learning more relevant. As part of our Art curriculum enrichment, Year 6 classes
visited the Futurism Workshop at The Estorick Collection. The children were amazed by
the works that they saw. Thank you to Naomi and Rebecca for organising these visits.
Also this afternoon we have some of our Year 6 skilled debaters visiting the Olive School
to take part in a debate on ‘This House believes school holidays are too long and should
be shortened!” chaired by the Speaker of Hackney Clir Rosemary Sales.
